Project Narrative
Preliminary/Final Subdivision Plat
Superior Town Center Filing No 1B Replat No. 3

This plat is intended to accompany two separate Final Development Plans, one for Superior Town Center Parks 1 and 2, and one for a Hotel in Block 1, Lot 3. 
All of the areas contained within this replat were previously platted in Superior Town Center Filing No. 1B.  This replat serves to create legal areas of land (Lots, Tracts, Right-of-way) to accompany development proposals within Superior Town Center Planning Area 1 and 2.  
Tract A is approximately 9.147 acres along Coal Creek, east of McCaslin, south of Marshall Road.  Tract A will be the site for Superior Town Center Park 1.   Tract A will be conveyed to the Town.   Tract A is part of Filing 1B Superlot 1. 
Tract B is approximately 7.328 acres along Coal Creek between Marshall Road and the US 36 Right-of-Way. Tract B will be the site for Superior Town Center Park 2. Tract B will be conveyed to the Town.   Tract B is part of Filing 1B Superlot 1.   The boundaries of Tract B are generally consistent with the areas shown in PD Amendment No. 3 with the following exceptions:
· The area dedicated as a trail easement along US 36 from Superior Plaza to Coal Creek has been included within the Tract rather than as an easement through Block 1 Lot 3.  This places the trail within land to be owned by the Town, rather than an on an easement through private property. 
· The boundary between Tract B and Superlot 1 has been adjusted to reflect a shift of the future commercial block (Block 4 Lot 1) shown on PDA to the northeast corner of future Creek View and Marshall Road. 
Marshall Road right-of-way is extended south from the existing right-of-way stub to the north line of future Creek View Way.   The ROW is a minimum of 60 feet wide, which is consistent with PD Amendment No. 3.   This right-of-way is currently part of Filing No 1 Superlot 1 and will be conveyed to the Town.  
Superior Drive right-of-way is extended approximately 77 feet north from the existing right-of-way limits in front of Tract C (new lift station).  This extension is necessary to accommodate revisions to the lift station driveway that is currently constructed.  The ROW is a 70 feet wide, which is consistent with PD Amendment No. 3.   This right-of-way is currently part of Filing No 1 Superlot 1 and will be conveyed to the Town.  
Block 1 Lot 3A is 2.645 acres north of Marshall Road, east of Block 1 Lot 2, and south of Superior Plaza.   This lot is the subject of a Final Development Plan for a hotel.  Block 1 Lot 3A is currently part of Filing No. 1 Block 1 Lot 3, except that the south boundary line between this Lot and Tract B has been adjusted to accommodate the parking lot and stormwater quality pond design presented in the hotel FDP.  This adjustment is consistent with PD Amendment No. 3.  This lot is currently owned by RC Superior and will remain in private ownership after construction of the hotel.  
Block 1 Lot 3B is 1.951 acres east of Block 1 Lot 3A, and south of Superior Plaza.   This lot is not the subject of a current Final Development Plan application.  Block 1 Lot 3B is currently part of Filing No. 1 Block 1 Lot 3, except that the south boundary line between this Lot and Tract B has been adjusted to follow the floodway line and accommodate future installation of a parking lot on the south end of the Lot.  This adjustment is consistent with PD Amendment No. 3.   The area previously reserved as a trail easement along US 36 has been removed from the lot and included in Tract B.   This lot is currently owned by RC Superior and will remain in private ownership. 
Superlot 1 is 14.05 acres and extends from McCaslin Boulevard to Hwy 36  (east of Superior Drive), south of Tracts A and B and north of Main Street.  Superlot 1 will be replatted in the future to create Blocks 2, 4, and 6 and right of way for Creek View Way as contemplated in PDA3. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition to creating the above described Lots, Tracts, and Right-of-Way, this Replat also vacates and dedicated various easements. 
Vacations:
Drainage Easement Rec. No 2419627, located in Tract A, will be vacated.  This easement was originally necessary for grading of the existing detention pond at the southeast corner of Marshall Road and McCaslin Boulevard within private property.   Tract A will be dedicated in its entirety to the Town of Superior, and the grading around the pond will be changed by the Park 1 FDP.  Therefore, the easement is no longer necessary. 
Superior Metro District Sewer Easement Rec. No. 3287103 and Utility and Access Easement Rec. No. 519753 will be vacated.  This easement follows an interceptor sewer which was abandoned subsequent to construction of the old lift station in Superior Plaza (circa 1997).   Recent utility construction has physically removed portions of the abandoned line, and therefore the easement is no longer necessary.  Note that a small portion of this easement will remain at the northeast corner of Tract B to accommodate the sanitary sewer interconnection to the City of Louisville. 
A portion of Trail Easement Rec. No 3367475 within Block 1 Lot 3B will be vacated.  This portion of the easement is not necessary based on the Town of Superior’s final design for the trial between Superior Plaza and Coal Creek.  The easement will be vacated to remove an encumbrance on this private development lot. 
Dedications:
A Drainage Easement is created at the northeast corner of Tract B, south of Block 1 Lot 3B.  This will accommodate a future water quality pond within Tract B to serve Lot 3B.  The location of the pond will be north of the Coal Creek Path, and is consistent with that shown on PD Amendment No. 3.  A portion of the easement extends across the Path to the creek bed to allow for installation of an outlet pipe. 
A 30’ wide Sanitary Sewer easement is created acorss the southeast corner of Tract B to accommodate the force main that exist between the new lift station and the pre-existing easement in what is now US 36 Right-of-Way. 
Block 1, Lot 3A:
Various utility easements are created within this Lot to accommodate public water and reuse water mains, meters, and hydrants to be installed within the Lot.  
An Emergency Access and Access Easement is created along the southern portion of the Lot to provide emergency and general access from Marshall Road to Lot 3B.  The alignment and width of this easement follows a driveway depicted on the FDP for the subject Lot. 
Sheet by Sheet Narrative
Cover Sheet (1 of 3) 
This sheet depicts the project area on a vicinity map and within section corners, provides signature blocks for the two ownership entities (the Town and RC Superior LLC), a summary of land use and Ownership by Lot, Superlot, Tracts, and Right-of Way, and various notes related to vacations basis of bearings and legal notifications. 
Sheet 2 of 3 depicts the specific areas and linework for each area of land and easements to be dedicated or vacated (except within Block 1 Lot 3A).   Bearings and Distances (aka metes and bounds) callouts are included on each line or curve.  Some lines and curves are denoted with a alphanumeric code (such as C1 or L3) where space does not allow full representation of the information. Refer to the line and curve table on Sheet 3 of 3 for additional information on those entities. 
Sheet 3 of 3 depicts in detail the easements within Block 1 Lot 3A, as well as line and curve information for elements graphically depicted on Sheet 2 of 3.
